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IBNet training, autumn 2004

In May 2004 the IBNet Steering group decided that a one-day IBNet training session would be useful for the main users of IBNet. During the training day VTT will present and go through important features of the IBNet and IBPlott system. The background for this is that the IBNet system has evolved into a fairly complex system. To guarantee an optimal use of IBNet, there is a need for a systematic walk through of the features and functions that have been implemented.  The ongoing ESA-project ICEMON also is of relevance to the  icebreaking people preparing for new services in the future. The occasion is planned to be strongly interactive with hands-on exercises on 12 workstations for the attendees.

The training session takes place in SMA Norrköping 9 – 10.11.2004. Tuesday 9th is for the Swedish icebreaker captains and mates and Wednesday 10th  for the Finnish icebreaker captains and mates from Finstaship Ltd.
